But now, in 
 The resurrection of Jesus, God performed the new creation on the eighth day. There 

were also eight people on the ark. Baptism means ( putting to death the old 
humanity)and with Christ emerging from the womb of the  Church as a new creation, 
sharing in Christs resurrection on the eighth day.   

 
 Volume 14, April 1, 1922, Page 33, (whole chapter) 
 Not even the most insignificant sin can exist in the presence of God. 
 
 Volume 15, January 5, 1923, Page 9, (whole chapter) 
 Our baptismal garments could stand a good cleaning. So through prayer and interceding 
 For all souls we can be transformed and enter into the sea of Light of the Divine Will. 
 
 Volume 18, November 5, 1925, Pages 38 and 39, 
 In Baptism innocence is restored.
